Students with disciplinary concerns may not be allowed to participate in the field trip and will be given an alternate assignment to complete in place of the field trip.  Teachers and administrators reserve the right to hold students back from the trip based on behavior.  We do not anticipate needing to exercise the right to hold back students due to behavior, however if this becomes necessary please understand the cost of the trip is nonrefundable.  The cost of the trip is based on the number of students attending, and RMS is responsible for paying for the complete reservation.  If a student is unable to attend due to illness, a partial refund may be available, but there is no guarantee.
